A rota of attendance to be drawn up nearer the time.


	50/2025 Devolution Plans for Suffolk: Minister of State for Local Government and Devolution, Jim McMahon MP has announced in the House of Commons the application from Norfolk and Suffolk was excellent and he is inclined to fast track it as one of their priority applications. The final decision will be known later this week. There will probably be four or five individual Unitary authorities, two in West Suffolk and two in East Suffolk. County Council elections due in May are unlikely to go ahead but yet to be confirmed.
