	25/2024  Apologies: Apologies were received from Cllrs Chris Anderson (CA) and Steve McClellan (SMc), and Christine Mason (Clerk).


	26/2024  To receive member’s declarations of interest in accordance with the Council’s Code of Conduct regarding items on the agenda: None received. 
  

	
27/2024 To sign the minutes of the meeting held on 11th July 2024: It was proposed and seconded that the amended minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 11th July 2024 were a true record of the meeting and should be subsequently signed by the Chairman - all in favour. 


	28/2024 Public Participation: There were no members of the public present at the start of the meeting.


	29/2024 To receive County and District Council Reports: KS’s report was previously circulated and noted. 


	30/2024 To receive the financial report and authorise payments if appropriate:  The Parish Council’s Insurance and the contribution towards the speed monitor had both been paid. The £150 locality budget contribution towards village events from Cllr. Houlder had been received. This to be transferred to Westley Club funds. The closing balance was £4016.80.


	31/2024 Traffic calming: Agreement was given to new signage on the village bends to include white lining and dragons teeth. The final cost should be slightly less than the £3000 grant from Cllr Soons and the work should be completed by December. Thanks were expressed to Matthew Fox for his detailed analysis of the scheme, to Cllr Steve McClellan for driving the scheme forward and to Cllr Karen Soons for her financial support.
SM to follow-up the provision of new signs either through the balance of the signage grant or on behalf of the Parish Council.




	
32/2024 Planning appeal protocol for application DC/24/0659/HYB submitted by Pigeon Investment Management Ltd: The Chair reported to the meeting that Pigeon had withdrawn their appeal against the planning refusal. West Suffolk planners indicated that they were likely to refuse their second application and were pursuing the costs of the appeal.

As noted at the previous meeting, the local MP was to be invited with a view to obtaining his support at the appeal. Nick Timothy MP has replied and agreed to visit the village. JS is to follow this up with a view to a visit on a Friday lunchtime to meet the Parish Council and interested villagers.
