	93/2025 To receive County & District Council reports: Cllr Karen Soons report was previously circulated and noted. 

	94/2025 To receive the finance report: Expenditure: Bank service charges £8.50, Clerk’s salary July £114.08, Balance as of 18th August  2025 £4082.23.

	95/2025 Westbury CC meeting: The meeting at Westbury Community Centre has taken place and was well represented. Peter White, Principal Planning Officer gave a detailed explanation on what the  successful appeal by Pigeon included and what stages remain going forward. MS-M to draft a letter to Pigeon suggesting that it would be beneficial to both parties if informal discussions take place as part of the design process, and in doing so the need for future amendments could be reduced. To be reviewed by councillors prior to sending.

	96/2025 Road markings update: Dragons Teeth markings are in hand, and the contractor will shortly be returning to carry out the work, costs to be charged against funding allocated by Cllr Soons. Unfortunately, the ‘Slow’ markings and 30mph roundels are now too wide to allow an edge line, The newer refreshed markings would have had to be removed to allow new ones being laid down. It was advised by Matthew Fox that the edge lines are left at present and driver behaviour observed.

	97/2025 Westley village pond and drains: It has been confirmed by fibre surveying that a pipe a few metres from MS-M’s pond has a blockage. This was subsequently cleaned out and water is now freely flowing. The drain adjacent to the pond on Old Church Lane was also examined but flooding by the cottages is due to the drain filling with debris and straw and thereby completely blocking the output holes. To be closely monitored. It was furthermore proposed a grant to at least two of the cottages be offered to improve and protect their thresholds. Ideas to be considered at the next meeting.
